Have You Been to Jail for Justice? 

This 2000 release features Anne on 20 
songs. Beautifully produced in Nashville, 
the CD also features Kim and Reggie 
Harris, Janet Stecher and Susan Lewis, 
and Jon Fromer.. “Every folk fan should 
have this recording,” - Folkwax E-zine.

Union Maid - This 23 song anthology 
includes work songs and unions songs 
that Anne recorded between 1987 and 
2004. “Joe Hill would have loved you!” 
says Joe Glazer of the Labor Heritage 
Foundation/Collector Records. “Makes 
you want to raise a little hell yourself,” 
says UAW Solidarity magazine. 
 

Look to the Left - This 1991 release is 
offered as a tribute to independent free 
form community radio – an endangered 
species even then.  Feeney’s socko 
back-up band includes members of the 
E-Street band and NRBQ on the electric 
session, and members of Emmy Lou’s 
Hot Band on the acoustic sessions. 
  

Flying Poetry Circus 
This 2001 release launched four years 
on the road with Chris Chandler, 
acrobatic poet laureate of the thin 
highways of Fat Amerikka. Together 
Feeney and Chandler presented “folken 
word” to enthusiastic audiences from 
Vancouver, BC to Key West; and from 
Boston to San Diego. 
 

Live from the Wholly Stolen Empire 
“this [2003] recording goes down like a 

strong, salt-encrusted Margarita. It teases 
you piquantly, hits you hard, and leaves 
your head spinning,” says Rich Warren of

radical act on the coffeehouse circuit,” says 
the Boston Herald. 
 

Heartland - Feeney was the minister of 
culture to the labor wars in Decatur, IL in 
the early 1990s.  She made dozens of 
trips to the Staley lockout, and raised 
thousands of dollars in strike relief.  This 
1994 release was recorded live at the 
Mother Jones banquet in Springfield, IL.
